Guest Speaker: Louis Piche, Crime Prevention Consultants

Louis Piche, a Florida Crime Prevention Practitioner (FCPP) designated by the Florida Crime
Prevention Training Institute (FCPTI), was the guest speaker. FCPTI was established in 1982 in
the Office of the Attorney General to provide crime prevention training to Florida's law



enforcement community and other interested citizens. Designed for crime prevention and
community oriented policing officers, the FCPP designation provides officers with the skills
necessary to deliver comprehensive crime prevention programs to Florida's residential
population and commercial industry.

Louis’ presentation focused primarily on crime prevention in the home. He identified several
crime deterrents that are easily implemented when you are away from home including:

0 leaving the radio on tuned to a talk radio program;

0 posting “beware of dog” and/or alarm system signs in the yard;

0 leaving a pair of men’s work boots on the front porch;

0 leaving a water bowl big enough for a large dog on the front porch.
Other home tips:

0 All perimeter doors should have %-inch deadbolts;

0 For sliding glass doors, install two self-tapping screws into the track above each
door to prevent them from being lifted out;

0 Install “track locks” in sliding windows;

0 Use window film to prevent glass from shattering into tiny pieces if broken.

Louis then shared some specific tips for women. Eight-percent of all attacks on women take
place in a parking lot. Before exiting a building:

0 Put cash/credit cards in purse;

0 Hold keys in hand;

0 Scan parking lot;

0 Look under your car and in the back seat before getting in.

Consider carrying pepper spray which can be obtained from a police supply store or gun store.
